First Gaganyaan test flight Tndia needs to create 60-148 mn
likely by Dec: ISRO chief

ISRO HAS TARGETED to
launch the first mission of the
ambitious Gaganyaan project
by December,a top official said
here on Friday.

Currently,some of therocket
hardware for the human space
programme has reached the
Satish Dhawan Space Centre
here and the integration of the
crewmodulewas goingonatthe
Vikram Sarabhai Space Centre,
Thiruvananthapuram, ISRO
chairman S Somanath said.

“Today, we are working on
the first mission of the
Gaganyaan called G1.The first
unmanned mission. The status
today is the rocket, the S200
stage,theL1,C32 stageareallat
Satish Dhawan Space Centre,”
he said. He said the Crew Mod-
ule integration was going on at
VSSC Trivandrum while Crew
Escape hardwarewasalsoready.

“So, we have to complete
with full wiring and testing
should bedone.Ourtargetisby
November the whole system
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will reach here, possibly by
Decemberlaunchwillhappen,”
he said, responding to a query.

Somanath was talking to
reporters after successfully
launching the third and final
developmental flight of the
Small Satellite Launch Vehicle
(SSLV) that placed the Earth
Observation Satellite into orbit
earlierin the day.

The success of the third and
final developmental flight
would pave the way for launch
of commercial missions using

the smallest vehicle by ISRO’s
commercial arm NewSpace
India (NSIL).

Today’s successful mission
ofLV allows industry to forge a
partnership with ISRO for plac-
ing satellites into Low Earth
Orbit. Besides, it would also
allowa company to gain knowl-
edgeonrockets,launchvehicles,
and satellites in the Small Satel-
lite Launch Vehicle missions.

To a query about the
requirement for industries to
partner with the ISRO for tak-

ing up commercial launch of LV
missions,Somanath said aday-
long meetingwas recently held
with the industry.

“Iam hoping that the first
technology transfer will hap-
peninIndiabetweenISROand
industry. The Request for
Interest (RFI)was released and
asasingle (entity) oras consor-
tia,a company can show inter-
est on the technology transfer
(from ISRO) and what were the
expectations from ISRO and
how to qualify for such mis-
sions,”he said.

From the interactions held
with the industry it emerged
there was a huge amount of
interest for them tolearn about
space, he added.“We told them
it will be a huge challenge for
anyone to learn rocketry from
scratch.Itisnotjust transferring
technology, we are transferring
the knowledge on how things
are done (at ISRO). It is not the
drawings alone, it is the knowl-
edge behind those drawings we
transfer to industry,” according
toSomanath,also the Secretary,
Department of Space.

SpaceX to launch methane satellite

THERE'S ABOUTTO be a new
methane eye in the sky. SpaceX
isscheduled tolaunch on Friday
the Tanager-1 satellite.

The nonprofit Carbon Map-
per is behind the satellite and
will make the data available
onceit’soperationalin the com-
ing months. Tanager-1 is the
second methane-detecting
satellitelaunched in the past six
months by a nonprofit, reflect-
ing the growing scrutiny
around the potent greenhouse
gas and the satellites’low cost
relative to others used for
atmospheric monitoring.

Developed by Planet Labs
PBC with technology from

NASA’s | ulsion Labora-

tory, Tanager-1 will be able to
help pinpoint methaneand car-
bon dioxide emissions from
individual facilities. The satellite

— no bigger than a mini-fridge
— will attribute emissions
within 50 meters of the source.

Carbon Mapper will focus
on tracking methane “super
emitters,’which include oiland
gaswells, large livestock opera-
tions, landfills, and industrial
refineries.Thisis thefirststepin
the plan from the Carbon Map-
per Coalition, a philanthropi-
cally funded public-private
partnership, to deploy a con-
stellation of satellites to observe
up to 90% of major sources of
emissions globally.

The energy industry’s
methane emissions are at
record levels despite reduction
pledges. Between 20% and

60% of methane emissions
from US oil and gas basins
come from just 1% of super-
emitting sources.

The gasisroughly 80 times
more potent than CO2 over 20
years, and better oversight of
super emitters could pay major
climate dividends. The public
emissions data could become
a market mechanism accord-
ing to Riley Duren, CEO, Car-
bon Mapper.

“If you have empirical evi-
dence of [methane leaks from]
liquid natural gas,thenyou can
differentiate between cleaner
consumers and producers of
natural gas,” he says.

Gita Gopinath, IMF’s First

between now and 2030. Excerpts:

What are the main worries or chal-
lenges that you see before the global
economy?

Sofirstly,if you look at global
growth, we see it as quite stable —at
3.2% thisyearand 3.3% for next year.
In terms of the challenges to it, the con-
cerns are, firstly,on the front of infla-
tion. It’s been coming down for most
countries in the world,and we expect
that to continue, but the job is not com-
pletely done at this point. Sowe just
need to make sure that that happens
without there being any big effect on
terms of economic activity.

The second iswhat’s coming from
geopolitics and conflicts around the
world that has implications for commod-
ity prices.And there’sarisk thatif thereis

on multiple fronts, then you know, this
growth can be maintained.It canbe
increased,and certainly per capita
incomeswill then,will then rise. But again,
it'simportant for growth to come along
withalot of job creation.We ran some
numbers,and if youlookat what is needed
in terms of additional job creation in India
between nowand 2030 cumulatively s,
you know,anywhere between 60 million
and 148 million. That will not happen if
you just focus ona couple of sectors or par-
ticularareas.It's going to require broad-
based growth across the sectors.

Is there a policy prescription for devel-
oping economies,which havealarge
and growing youth population, to allow
them to make economic growth work
forall and create jobs?

In the case of India, there are things
that can be done in the short term, but
also others that would require alonger
period of time. In the near term, busi-
ness climate matters...in terms of deal-
ing with regulations, red tape and so on.
And there are some states like, you know,
Gujarat and Tamil Nadu,where you're
seeing more foreign direct investment
go,which are also states where the busi-
ness climate is ranked as high.

that could have that could raise oil prices,
forexample.So that’sanotherarea that
hasimplications for theworld.

Doyouthink thatan inflation targeting
regimeis apt for developing economies
such as India?

Ithinkinflation targeting regimes have
really delivered for countries around the
world.Asyou know, it's called flexible infla-
tiontargeting,whichisthatyoudotakeinto
account the fact that some of the drivers of
inflation maybe out of the control of mon-
etary policy,and so you do take that into
account when you're setting your policy
rates.Butinflation targeting helps because
ithelpsanchorinflation expectations.What
we'veseenisthe countries thathave moved
towards inflation targeting regimes, they
gain credibilitybecause of theanchoring of
thatinflation expectation.And sothese sec-
ond round effects that come from shocks
like food prices are more contained.And in
that senseit's very helpful.

Ithinkit’sbeenverybeneficial for India
too. You know, since it adopted inflation
targetingin 2015 using inflation expecta-

tions more anchored on average, inflation
hasbeen lower than before.

Doyou think that India could followa
growth trajectory similar to China’s
over the next two decades? What should
Indiabe careful about?

Firstly,as you said,Indiais doing
extremelywell in terms of its growth
numbers.At 7% growth for this fiscal year
makes India the fastest growing major
economy in theworld,and that con-
tributes about 17% to global growth.So it
isaveryimportant contributor to the
global growth that we're seeing right now,
and we expect in the medium term, as of
now, (India’s GDP) growth to be around
sixand a half percent. So that it should
hold up as being one of the big contribu-
tors to global growth.

What isabsolutely clearis that if India
continues on the path of serious reforms,
and itwill require large scale reforms and

The otheris areas, in terms of labor
market reforms, the government has
donealot.There were these new laws
that were approved by parliament in
2019-2020,it’simportant nowto
implement those fully.That’s going to
require working with the state govern-
ments, incentivising them to do the
fullimplementation.

How doyouview therise of artificial
intelligence and,in the Indian context
(surpluslabour)?

Soin terms of exposure — our esti-
mate is that around 25% of workers in
India would be exposed to AI. Now that
doesn't mean they’re all going to be neg-
atively affected by it because depending
on the sector you are in,you can be posi-
tivelyimpacted or negatively impacted.
The fact that a large number of workers
are still in the agricultural sector, the
substitution coming from the new form
of Al, generative Al,is somewhat less.
Again, in terms of a country like India,
there are multiple channels through
which it can affect India — some of it
very beneficially,some of it less so.
